All grant applications must be completed in their entirety and meet all eligibility requirements to be considered. Incomplete applications, including application sections lacking appropriate content, unallowable budget requests,  or those that do not meet eligibility criteria will not advance to the program pitch stage.  Applicants are encouraged to read Metro’s Non-profit Grants Manual prior to applying. 
Applicants who meet eligibility requirements will be invited to present a 15-minute program pitch to an independent Civilian Grant Review Committee on a date to be determined. The independent review committee will make all funding decisions. The Juvenile Court Grants Management Team will coordinate the pitch sessions for eligible applicants.
